ACADEMIC ORAL PRESENTATION SKILLS

Course Outline:

This course will focus on the development of the students’ skills needed to make academic oral presentations in English. This means strengthening their language skills, while at the same time teaching them public speaking skills such as organization, research and effective body language.

Course Aim and Objectives:

The course aims to have students choose appropriate presentation topics, read extensively to gather relevant data, sort through information, expand vocabulary and actively use them, adjust their language to spoken discourse, use appropriate transitions and signposts, carry out field research, express and support opinions, prepare and use audio-visual aids, use body language effectively, present information in an organized way, ask and answer questions and take part in discussions on various topics.

Assessment:

Students will make 2 presentations (10-15 min.) to their instructor, a guest instructor and their classmates. Each presentation will be recorded and assessed by two instructors. The assessment criteria will be announced before the presentation day.  Each student will also submit a brief outline and summary of their presentations.
Required Prior Knowledge:

Students who take this course should be proficient in both oral and written English.
